 ELECTORAL REFORM SOCIETY REPORT

FOLLOWING PUBLIC EXHIBITION 
Greenwich Hospital has today placed on the Greenwich Market Consultation website the independent report written by Electoral Reform Services (ERS) that analyses the public feedback received at the Public Exhibition for the Greenwich Market Consultation held at 3-4 Nelson Road on Friday 5 October and Saturday 6 October.

All residents in SE10 were invited to the exhibition which was well attended by 840 people. ERS received 333 feedback forms from the public.

In response to the question: ”What is your view of the proposed scheme for the regeneration of Greenwich Market?” the results were:

· I support the proposals 23%

· I support the proposals with suggestions 50%

· I do not support the proposals 22%

· No reply 5% 

ERS concluded that “Almost three quarters of all respondents indicated that they either support the proposals outright or do so, but have suggestions to make (73%). In contrast, just above one in five stated that they do not support the proposals.”

The report includes substantial analysis by ERS and a breakdown of the main themes to emerge. Some of the main points are: 

· 111 comments were received out of 333 (111/333) on maintaining the variety of the market stalls. 33% of responses commented about variety, overwhelmingly seeking retail diversity.

· 95/333 suggestions were made about the proposals and designs. 7% of respondents commented on the character of the market. 
· 41/333 made comments on the construction process, with 7% seeking careful management to prevent poor trading. 

· 25/333 responses were received making comments on the market roof with a balance between responses. 

· 41/333 responses commented on the incorporation of a hotel on King William Walk in the plans with an even balance between responses.

· 15/333 passed comment on the public consultation. 2% thought further consultation was necessary. 
Substantial written submissions were also received from the Greenwich World Heritage Site Executive Group, Greenwich Conservation Group, Greenwich Printmakers and The Greenwich Society. 

Commenting today Martin Sands, Director of Greenwich Hospital, said:

”I was delighted to meet so many members of the local community at the public exhibition and the report published by Electoral Reform Services  now gives us the views of a vast range of people. I am very encouraged by the findings and Greenwich Hospital will now spend time working out the best method of incorporating the community’s views into the designs and wider planning and construction process. The Hospital fully supports the need to maintain the character of the market and a range of independent shops and stalls, and will now work towards submitting a planning application in Summer 2008.”  

Commenting today, Rt Hon Nick Raynsford, MP said: 
“The Key Stakeholder Consultative Group (KSCG) met on Monday 19th November and discussed the feedback from the public exhibition and consultation and unanimously reaffirmed its support for the proposals that were subject to public consultation. The KSCG placed great emphasis on the importance of detailed discussions with all interested parties on the phasing of the works, or relocation during the construction phase, as well as seeking further work from Hopkins Architects on detailed design issues.”
