GREENWICH MARKET REGENERATION – COMMUNITY LIAISON GROUP
TERMS OF REFERENCE
BACKGROUND
1. In April 2009 Greenwich Hospital submitted a planning application for the regeneration of Greenwich Market and will shortly be submitting a planning application for the temporary relocation of the market.
2. The Hospital has undertaken extensive community consultation to keep residents, businesses and stakeholders informed of the proposals, including setting up a Key Stakeholder Consultative Group, a consultation website, hosting two public exhibitions of plans, first in October 2007 and again in April 2009, and sending out regular community newsletters.  

3. Greenwich Hospital as a responsible landlord is considering the livelihoods of those who work in and around the market and how the market would trade during a two year construction period.  It is considering a temporary relocation of the market to the grounds of the Old Royal Naval College, and as part of this proposal, it is also considering how this might affect residents in the area.
4. In discussions with market stallholders and other members of the immediate community it became clear that the temporary relocation of the market to a marquee style structure in the grounds of the Old Royal Naval College would be an appropriate solution to enable the market to flourish close to Greenwich Market whilst building work is undertaken. 
AIM OF THE COMMUNITY LIAISON GROUP

5. The Community Liaison Group has been set up by Greenwich Hospital.  Greenwich Hospital will need planning consent from Greenwich Council to erect a temporary market in the grounds of the Old Royal Naval College and the Hospital intend to submit a planning application to Greenwich Council in June/July 2009 to obtain consent for the erection of a temporary market in the grounds of the Old Royal Naval College.  The purpose of the CLG is to identify issues and matters that will help Greenwich Hospital to prepare such plans for the relocation.  
6. Greenwich Hospital has set up the Community Liaison Group to enable the Hospital to fully understand any concerns of residents, businesses and other stakeholders in the area. The Community Liaison Group is a forum for residents’ representatives, stakeholders and community leaders to:

· Be kept up to date about the Hospital’s plans for the regeneration of Greenwich Market and its temporary relocation.
· Discuss issues about the temporary relocation of the market to the grounds of the Old Royal Naval College.

· Discuss issues relating to how the temporary market might operate in the grounds of the Old Royal Naval College. 

7. Greenwich Hospital has invited to join the Community Liaison Group resident representatives from the Meridian Estate, College Approach, Greenwich Church Street and King William Walk, along with business and community stakeholders.  Meetings will be hosted by representatives of the Hospital and technical experts advising the Hospital will attend. 
ADMINISTRATION
8. Greenwich Hospital will:

· Establish, organise and provide secretarial support for the Community Liaison Group.

· Provide an Agenda for each meeting.  

9. Greenwich Hospital will publish the agenda and minutes of the Community Liaison Group’s meetings on the website, www.greenwichmarketconsultation.org.uk, so that everyone will have access to correct and current information and for the views expressed at the meeting to be entirely transparent.  The site contains wider details on the Hospital’s plans for the regeneration of Greenwich market.

MEETING TIMETABLE

10. The timetable of meetings is to be agreed by the group.  Greenwich Hospital envisages that the group will meet on 3-4 occasions before the submission of a planning application in June/July 2009. 
11. It is the Hospital’s intention for the group to stand until the submission of a planning application but if members of the Community Liaison Group consider it helpful the Hospital is willing to consider continuing the group as a liaison facility for reference during the construction process.  
CHAIRMAN
12. Greenwich Hospital appointed Andrew Sell, a director of NB Real Estate as Chairman and he will exercise his professional judgement about proposals and discussions undertaken by the Group, and how to carry them forward.
